As I've said, I know  that we can honor the incredible courage and service
of our police  officers -- and also recognize the racial disparities that exist in our  criminal justice
system. There's no contradiction there. And if we are  going to come together to solve these
problems, we have to understand  that. So we'll have to talk to each other. We'll have to listen to
each  other. And we'll have to see each other as equal parts of the American  family."
