The Wear Orange movement started when the friends of Hadiya Pendleton, a high school
student from Chicago who died from gun violence, commemorated her memory by wearing the
color orange – the color hunters wear as a warning to each other. Starting in 2015, June 2 has
been recognized as National Gun Awareness Day by a growing number of states throughout
the country.

  

Nearly 500 Wisconsin residents die due to gun violence each year. Of these 500 victims, over
20 are Wisconsin children – this is unacceptable. All Wisconsinites deserve to live in a safe
community.

  

Tragedies that have occurred across the nation and in our own neighborhoods have sparked a
campaign; one that promotes real understanding of the consequences of gun violence and
genuine action against its spread.
