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Andrew Jackson portrait. President Jackson is well known for ordering the removal of hundreds
of thousands of Native People from their homelands.

  

"During the event, their achievements in protecting American lives were ignored so that Trump
could mock Senator Elizabeth Warren, by calling her Pocahontas instead. The President’s
political attack on Senator Warren detracts from the contributions made by warriors from 33
different tribes, including the Oneida Nation, Menominee Indian Tribe and Ho-Chunk Nation in
Wisconsin.
